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ZONING CERTIFICATE SUBMITTAL PROCESS 
(See Chapter 1272.07) 

The purpose of a zoning certificate is to ensure compatibility with the zoning code to protect the 
health, safety and general welfare of the residents of the City. Therefore, no person shall locate, 

erect, construct, reconstruct, enlarge or structurally alter any building or structure within 
Pickerington without first obtaining a zoning certificate. The zoning certificate shall fully
